II Aims of the competition:
· Promotion of the environmental protection idea.
· Making knowledge about ecology, nature and environmental protection popular.

· Shaping proecological attitudes.

· Improving access to knowledge about condition of the environment.

· Raising social acceptance for indispensable investments.

· Aspiring to sustainable development.
· Raising consciousness about threats for the environment.
The competition realizes Goal 15th of the 2030 AGENDA of the United Nations „Life on land”: to protect, restore and promote sustainable usage of land ecosystems, to balance management of forests, to halt and reverse the process of soil degradation and to stop the loss of biological diversification
III Conditions of participation:
· The competition is addressed to children and youth attending nursery, primary, grammar and high schools, children in units and school-pedagogical centers from Poland and Bedzin's twinning towns (Kaisiadorys in Lithuania, Izhevsk in Russia, Tatabanya in Hungary and Basse-Ham in France), Obuchów City from Ukraine as well as to individual people.
· Works will be evaluated in four age categories:
· 1st GROUP: children 6-9 years old  
· 2nd GROUP: children 10-13 years old 
· 3rd GROUP: children 14-16 years old 
· 4th GROUP: children 17-19 years old 
· Works for the competition should be made individually.

· Each participant can submit only one work.
· Works submitted should be described legibly with capital letters on the back or on the base of the work and contain the following information:

· author's name and surname

· age 
· group

· class, school (address and telephone number)

· teacher's (carer's) name and surname 
Information should be placed in the chart according to a pattern (pattern no 1). Each chart with data should be attached to the competition work. Works not described will not be evaluated by the jury. Works that do not fulfill criteria of that regulations will not be evaluated.

Data of the school are required when works are sent by the school. Individual people should give their personal data. In the line "Teacher/carer's name and surname" individual people should write parent's or legal carer's data.
IV Competition tasks:

1st GROUP

children 6-9 years old
Children – what are electronic wastes?
· work in the form of collage [art composition from different materials (e.g. paper, photos, sand, straw, etc.) sticked to canvas or other base often joined with drawing and painting] presenting one of the following e-wastes: washing machine, fridge, computer, telephone, TV set, iron
· flat art work
· work size – A4 (210 x 297 mm) – only

· one can use any number of scraps or other elements of collage presenting one of the following e-wastes: washing machine, fridge, computer, telephone, TV set, iron.
2nd GROUP

children 10-14 years old
E-wastes from wastes
· spatial art work (sculpture) presenting one of the following e-wastes: washing machine, fridge, computer, telephone, TV set, iron
· recycling materials should be used to create the e-waste – empty package, boxes containers, elements of containers, bottle caps, etc.

· there can be used art and decorational materials to create the art work

· e-waste should be placed on base size max 300 mm x 300 mm

· size of the e-waste cannot exceed 50 cm (height) and 30 cm (width)

· name of the e-waste should be attached to the work
3rd GROUP

children 15-16 years old
E-waste the traveller
· there should be made a scheme showing the travel of an e-waste
· the travel of the e-waste should start from the place it should be properly directed; there should be shown which elements of a given e-waste can be used again and where they are directed. If a given e-waste contains harmful substances or others which are impossible to recycle there should be shown where they are directed and their further fate
· works should be done in the graphic form, there can be also placed a text describing the whole process

· the work should present only one of the following e-wastes: washing machine, fridge, computer, telephone, TV set, iron 

· flat art work

· work size – A2 (420 x 594 mm) – only
· and art or decorational materials can be used to make a work
4th GROUP:

children 17-19 years old
E-waste in the nature
· taking one's photo of an e-waste which is located in an inappropriate place, e.g., forest, park, etc.
· the photo should present only one of the following e-wastes: washing machine, fridge, computer, telephone, TV set, iron

· the e-waste can be placed in a given place by the author of the photo purposely or the photo can show the real situation

· the photo should contain also a slogan
 which bewares of leaving e-wastes in the nature

· size - A4

· the photo can be delivered developed or printed to the Library – Branch for Children and Youth or sent to the address:
